SPONSORS 
 

We are often asked about who is qualified, according 
to Church Law and Diocesan Regulations, to be a 
sponsor for Baptism or Confirmation. To be a sponsor, 
whether for Baptism or for Confirmation, one must be: 
a baptized Catholic, received First Holy Communion, 
have been Confirmed, sixteen years of age or older, 
who leads a life in harmony with the faith (i.e. active 
registered members of a parish, faithful to the 
obligation of attending Mass regularly on Sundays and 
Holy Days, and, if married, married according to the 
laws of the Church), A sponsor, moreover, cannot be 
the Father or Mother of the person being baptized or 
confirmed. When possible, it is desirable that the 
sponsor for Confirmation be the same person who 
acted as sponsor at Baptism. 
 
Even though generally two sponsors are present for 
Baptism, one is sufficient who may be of either sex. 
When two sponsors are used, one of each sex is to be 
employed. A baptized non-Catholic may not serve as 
Godparent but may serve as a “Christian Witness” as 
long as a Catholic Godparent is present for Baptism. 
 
The whole essence of “God-Parent” is to be a role 
model for the one to be Baptized/Confirmed. God 
parents represent the community of believers who 
assist the parents in their Christian responsibilities and 
who are able and willing, by the exemplary practice of 
their faith, to help the child, by word and example, to 
lead a Christian life and fulfill the obligations of 
Baptism/Confirmation. 
 
One would presume that this is the kind of person a 
parent would want for a sponsor for their child. This is 
the kind of person the Church insists on for sponsors, 
in order to show respect for the Sacrament to be 
received and for the loving God who died in order that 
we could enter into and grow in the Kingdom of God.

We often speak of Ministers at Mass, and the Ministry Schedule, etc. In addition to the priest celebrant there 
are all kinds of Ministers who assist at worship in various ways: Music Ministers (Organist, Cantors, Choir 
Members, Music Director, etc.), Ushers and Greeters, Readers (Lectors), Extraordinary Ministers of the 
Eucharist, in Church and to the sick at home,  and Altar Servers, etc. 
 
These Ministers all play an important part in the worship of our God in the most important service of our 
Church, namely, the sacrifice of the Mass. 
 
In selecting Ministers for Mass we seek certain criteria: 
 

1. ABILITY. We want singers who can sing well, readers who can read well – 
and so on. After all, we owe this to the Lord, who is honored and acclaimed 
by these sacred duties. Thus our goal is to find those with special gifts and 
talents to serve as Ministers. 

2. DEPENDABILITY. We need Ministers who will be faithful to a schedule and 
are willing to make a commitment. Good Liturgy means being able to count on people showing up 
when it is their turn to help. 

3. PROPER MOTIVATION – seeking only the glory of the Lord. Our goal is to serve the Lord and not 
ourselves, to be part of a team and to work together for the common good. 

 
Having said all this, we are looking for more Ministers: Music Ministers, 
Readers/Lectors, Eucharistic Ministers, Ushers, Altar Servers, etc. Over the past 
months several people have approached me and offered their services. I ask them, and 
others now for the first time, to let me know if you are willing to find out more about joining 
our Ministry Team.
