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In today’s Gospel episode, Saint Luke treats us to
Jesus’ parable of the “Good Samaritan.” It all starts
when a lawyer arose to ask Jesus about the law (in
this case, the “religious law”). He asks a good
question, for it is very practical, and it is the kind of
question we ourselves might have asked: “What do |
have to do to go to heaven, to inherit everlasting life?”

Jesus, quoting the OIld Testament Book of
Deuteronomy, tells the man: “You already know what
you have to do. It is written in the law. It's no secret.
Love God with all your heart, mind and soul, and love
your neighbor as yourself.”

But then the lawyer asks the BIG question, “WHO IS
MY NEIGHBOR?” Who IS the one | have to love as |
love myself? This is the big question, because it brings
religion down to the practical. It is always easy to
speculate, to theorize, to talk about principles. But
when it gets down to putting our principles into
practice, it's another story. [It reminds me of a little ditty
that goes” “To live with a Saint in heaven, ‘tis eternal
glory. But to live with one on earth, well that's another
story!”]

To answer the lawyer’s question about “WHO is my
neighbor?” Jesus tells a little story, or parable, to
illustrate. After describing the plight of the traveler who
falls into the hands of thieves and how he is treated by
the priest, the Levite and the Samaritan, Jesus has the
lawyer answer his own question. Jesus says to him,
“Who was a neighbor to the poor man who got beat
up? The Priest? The Levite? Or was it the Samaritan?”
And the lawyer has to answer, “It was the Samaritan.”
Ordinarily, Jews did not speak with or associate with
Samaritans, and vice-versa. But Jesus says that
religion is not doing the “ordinary.” And our neighbor is
always the one who needs us. Let us go and do
likewise.
