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One of our great lessons in religion comes from 
Chapter 14 of St. John’s Gospel. It is often used as the 
Gospel for the Catholic Funeral, since Jesus speaks of 
his Father’s house having “many rooms,” and Jesus 
has come to prepare a room for his faithful followers. It 
is a consolation to Christians to learn that Jesus 
himself will “come back again and take you to myself, 
so that where I am you also may be.” 
 
The story of our religious pilgrimage through life is like 
the journey of exchange students. First, one student 
leaves his own family, home and country and goes far 
away to learn about and live with other people. This is 
then followed up with a return visit by the other who 
exchanges places with the first. 
 
This is what God has done for us. In the first visit, God 
the Father sends his own Son, Jesus, to come and live 
with us, as one of us. Christ, who is always true God, 
becomes true man, and shares our human condition. 
St. Paul says that Jesus is “like us in all things except 
sin.” In this visit by Jesus to our human condition, we 
are consoled that God knows first hand what it is like to 
be creature, to live in an imperfect world, and even to 
suffer and die in the flesh. But the story does not end 
there. Jesus rises from the dead, returns to the Father, 
and prepares a place for us. The pilgrimage is not over 
until we leave this earth and go to visit and stay with 
Jesus and his family (and this visit happily lasts 
forever). Thus, Jesus says, in reminding us of our need 
to return the visit, “I will come back again and take you 
to myself.” 
 
We have to keep reminding ourselves that Jesus did 
not come to establish heaven on earth, that our home 
(our “room”) is not here. Jesus has better plans for us, 
better things in store. We have to learn to keep looking 
ahead, always up, and trust that the best is yet to 
come. Otherwise, we, too, will be sad and 
disheartened at the death of Jesus and unable to see 
his crucifixion as just the beginning of the life to come, 
not only for him but for all those who pass through 

death holding on to him for dear life, knowing that they 
will come out on the other side even better than ever. 
 
Jesus confronted leprosy often in his ministry, and the 
Lord used the disease of leprosy to symbolize sin. 
Jesus’ curing of leprosy was a sign that he could and 
would forgive even the worst kinds of sin. 
 
Jesus is the Savior of the world who was sent by our 
loving heavenly Father to help us and save us, ALL of 
us – especially those in most need of his mercy. Let us 
turn to him and teach others to turn to him, knowing 
that with God there is no such thing as a hopeless 
case.

B) KNIGHTS OF COLUMBUS – A council of the 
Knights is named after an assistant pastor of 
St. Alphonsus, the late Father David Emery. 
 
 

C) CATHOLIC DAUGHTERS OF THE 
AMERICAS – This organization of dedicated 
women is also non-parochial, but it is affiliated 
with and its members include ladies from St. 
Alphonsus Church, plus other parishes.

WE NEED AUTHENTICALLY CHRISTIAN 

POLITICIANS 
VATICAN CITY, 21 MAY 2010 - The Holy Father today 
received participants in the twenty-fourth plenary 
assembly of the Pontifical Council for the Laity who are 
currently meeting to examine the theme: "Witnesses to 
Christ in the political community". 
 
  The Pope told them that, although the "technical 
formation of politicians" is not part of the Church's 
mission, she reserves the right to "pass moral 
judgment in those matters which regard public order 
when the fundamental rights of the person or the 
salvation of souls require it". 
 
  "It is up to the lay faithful to show - in their personal 
and family life, in social cultural and political life - that 
the faith enables them to read reality in a new and 
profound way, and to transform it", he said. 
 
  "It is also the duty of the laity to participate actively in 
political life, in a manner coherent with the teaching of 
the Church, bringing their well-founded reasoning and 
great ideals into the democratic debate, and into the 
search for a broad consensus among everyone who 
cares about the defence of life and freedom, the 
protection of truth and the good of the family, solidarity 
with the needy, and the vital search for the common 
good". 
 
  The Holy Father went on: "There is a need for 
authentically Christian politicians but, even more so, for 
lay faithful who bear witness to Christ and the Gospel 
in the civil and political community. This need must be 
reflected in the educational prospectus of the ecclesial 
community and requires new forms of presence and 
support from pastors. Christian membership of 
associations, ecclesial movements and new 
communities can be a good school for such disciples 
and witnesses, supported by the charismatic, 
community, educational and missionary resources of 
those groups". 
 
  The Pope explained how "the spread of a confused 
cultural relativism and of a utilitarian and hedonistic 
individualism weakens democracy and favours the 
dominance of strong powers. We must recover and 
reinvigorate authentic political wisdom; be demanding 
in what concerns our own sphere of competency; make 
discriminating use of scientific research; face reality in 
all its aspects, going beyond any kind of ideological 
reductionism or utopian dream; show we are open to 
true dialogue and collaboration, bearing in mind that 
politics is also a complex art of equilibrium between 
ideals and interests, but never forgetting that the 
contribution of Christians can be decisive only if 
knowledge of faith becomes knowledge of reality, the 
key to judgement and transformation. What is needed 
is a true 'revolution of love'".
